Young People’s Poetry Competition 2021
A competition to encourage young people to enjoy creating their own poems.

          Rules

1. Only one poem can be entered per child. Entries must be in English and the entrant’s own original work, with strictly no parental help. Entries must not have been previously published, broadcast or have won another competition (unless in an individual’s school magazine).  UK entrants only.
3. Poems should be no longer than 25 lines and must have a title.

4. Entries must be handwritten or typed in black ink.
5. Poems should be written on one side of A4 paper. Mobile phone photos of poems are not accepted.
6. Poems cannot be returned under any circumstances.
7. Poems will be judged anonymously so the name of the writer and their school should not appear on the front of the manuscript. Write them on the back of the sheet (if posting entry) and on the entry form.
8. All entries must be attached to the correct completed entry form:
    a) Schools: Complete one schools’ entry form for all candidates. Maximum of 30 entries per school. Please write all details legibly.
    b) Individual entries: Complete the Individual Entry form. Poems will not be accepted without an attached completed form.  Download forms from the Chiswick Book Festival website:

9. Entrants must be 8 to 12 years old and in Years 3 to 7 on the closing date, Monday June 7th 2021.

10. All entries must be received by Monday June 7th 2021.
Entries may be sent by post or email (including correct entry form). Email entries must be sent from a parent/carer (individual entries) or school email address (school entries.)
